The text analyzes regional inequalities in Mexico, focusing on Michoacdn
as a representative case due to its strong dependence on the agricultural
sector. Crops such as avocado, strawberry, and blackberry sustain a
significant part of the economy in several municipalities, generating
employment and income, but also limiting sustainable development by
leaving these regions vulnerable to external crises. From a structural
perspective, it is argued that this dependency is not merely the result of
local decisions, but of historical dynamics and unequal relationships within
national and international economic systems. The article compares six
municipalities in Michoacdn: three with a high degree of agricultural
specialization (Buenavista, Peribdn, and Ario de Rosales) and three with
more diversified economies (Uruapan, Los Reyes, and Zamora). Through
this analysis, it identifies the challenges and vulnerabilities faced by
agriculturally dependent regions, as well as the benefits of a more diverse
economic structure. Finally, it argues that public policies should be
territorially grounded and differentiated in order to reduce social
disparities, strengthen local capacities, and promote more equitable and
resilient rural development.
